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Methods for air bottle emergencies

1. Buddy breathing hose

2. Sharing your regulator

3. Filter breathing

4. Regulator form the RIT pack

5. The pressure hose from the RIT pack to your regulator

6. The adaptor hose from the RIT pack to your buddy breathing hose

7. Quick Fill Hose

1. Approach the downed FF –use caution as the down FF wants your air supply

2. Locate and silence the pass device

3. Notify command-location/identity/size-up

4. Check breathing (not breathing requires a rapid removal)

5. Check the air pressure gauge-supply new air supply if

a. The conditions warrant

b. Time warrants

c. The bottle is less than 50%

d. The location warrants switch over

6. Turn the bottle on

7. Locate the new regulator next to the old regulator

8. Ask the downed FF to hold their breath

9. Remove the old regulator

10. Install the new regulator

11. Turn off the free flowing regulator

12. Notify command the new air supply is being used

13. Convert the mask to a rescue harness

14. Attach the RIT bag to the downed FF

15. Remove the downed FF
