· All equipment should come off 2164 and 2192

· If there is a fire call 2160 and 2190 will be manned from R&R

· The value you get out of the drill relies on the individual crew and individual Firefighter, make it want you want it to be

Command and Operations: Fire ground channel 3

Command:

1. Park rigs per diagram (Very important diagram is followed)

2. 2164 set up in driveway, backed in

3. 2192 drop a tank in front of 2164 and fill it

a. Fill site 2100

4. 2160, 2190 stage per diagram, 2160/2190 crew to scene

5. 2180 park per diagram raise light mast and set up R & R

6. Make sure one lane of traffic is kept open

7. Remember check list for gas shut off, mutual aid etc. 

Operations:

8. Attack and Back up lines off 2164 speed lays
9. Attack fire through A side door

10. Ventilation crew vertical ventilate from the A side of the building (if safe)
11.  Exposure lines set along B side of building and spray water into the lake, we want to empty the tank

12. Send all unused crews back to R&R

Scott:  (set up, including all trucks)
· Make sure the trucks are parked per the diagram. (Neighbors have concern over driveways, etc.)

· If 2164 and the tank can not go in the driveway, leave them on the road and block the one lane of traffic.

· Attempt to keep one lane of traffic open, if 2164 has to go on the street
· Hose lines will be coming off each side of the truck

· Help the set up and pump operator in any needed item.

· Pull the speed lays off 2164 for attack and back up 

· Pull cross lays off 2164 for exposure lines (to pump off tank)

· 2192 should fill back at the fire house

· The water from the tank should be pumped onto the ice, not left on the road


Steve (attack and back up crews):


Items needed

· Training in progress signs

· Mannequin (top of stairs)
· Smoke machine (upstairs)

· Extension cord

· Paper mask

· Flash light

· Crews should be on air as they enter the building

· First fire should be upstairs, do not tell the attack crews about the mannequin, as the attack and back up crews are heading up stairs to the smoke they should come across the mannequins at the top of the stairs.  (What will they do)

· Pull the speed lays off the truck for attack and back up

Paul (vertical ventilation/ Exposure)

· Vertically ventilate the A/D corner of the house 

· If it unsafe to perform this operation stop at your discretion
· Pull the cross lays from 2164 as exposure lines 

· Exposure lines should go along the B side toward the lake

· Keep the lines off the flower beds marked on the diagram and fenced off

· Pump the water from the tank onto the ice
