TRAINING SESSION: (Timeline) 1 evenings

Instruction Channel 9
Hydrant connections 2164, 2160

1. Stop in front of the hydrant

2. Two FF’s Get out of the truck
3. FF 1 grabs the LDH off the top of the truck (make sure of the length 100 ft or 50 ft.)

4. FF 2 grabs the equipment from the passenger side rear compartment

a. Portable radio

b. 4” NST to 4” storz adaptor

c. Hydrant wrench

d. Two 2 ½” hoses connected to wye with 4” storz (hydrant connection)
5. FF 2 wraps the hydrant
6. FF 1 guides the hose off the truck as the truck pulls toward the scene

7. FF 2 flushes the hydrant

8. FF 2 hooks the 4” NST to 4” storz adaptor and LDH to steamer 

9. FF2 hooks the two 2 ½” hoses connected to the wye (hydrant connection)   to the 2 2 ½” side connections of the hydrant (this provides a second spot for another truck to hook the hydrant without shutting it off)

10. FF2 Stays at the hydrant to wait for the signal to charge the hydrant 

11. FF1 hooks the hose to the inlet on the truck

Sprinkler connections 2160

1. Stop in front of the sprinkler connection

2. Two FF exit the truck

3. FF 1 grabs the Two 2 ½” hoses connected to wye with 4” storz (hydrant connection) (the one on 2160 should be set up with two double males already hooked up to hit the sprinklers)

4. FF1 wraps and object with the hose

5. FF2 guides the LDH off the truck as the truck pulls Forward

6. FF1 hooks the 2 ½” hoses connected to wye with 4” storz (hydrant connection) 

7. FF1 hooks the LDH to the Hydrant connection

8. FF 2 hooks to the outlet on the truck
