TRAINING SESSION: (Timeline) (2) 1-hour sessions

Ice Detective (25% group)

· Ask witnesses

· Look for footprints leaving hole

· Thermo imaging camera

Shore Support (25% group)

· Everyone on the ice has PFD’S on

· Minimum amount of people on the ice

· Keep family away 

· Accountability

· Look for things to dissipate weight (boats, plywood, etc.)
· First response attempt


Reach 



Throw
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Then go (ice rescue suits)

· Transport Equipment

· Gear

· Air bottles
· Ropes, Harness, etc
Cut the hole in the ice (25% group)

· Everyone on the ice has PFD’S on

· Check the ice with ice rescue suites first

· Shovel the snow.

· The hole should be the shape of triangle, each leg 6-10 feet long

· Make sure you check the depth of the water before cutting the entire hole

Line Tenders- Divers (25% group)

Everyone on the ice has PFD’S on

Two lines

1. One for the safety diver, 200 ft long, attached to shore

2. One line 150 ft long attached to shore attached to the webbing, with locking carabineers for divers
· Two people on each line

· Remember hand signals

1 tug- need more line

2 tugs- okay

3 tugs (or more)- trouble, pull me out
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
